Day of the Iberian Horse Celebrates its 10th Anniversary: 

Feria with noble Spanish and Portuguese Horses

Munich/Riem: The largest Riding- and breeding event for horses of the Spanish peninsula celebrates its tenth anniversary with a big fiesta in Munich-Riem. On September 4th and 5th the Olympic riding arena turns into Spanish celebration ground with dancing horses and people. In the center of attraction are the glorious Iberian horses with their proud „Damas“ and „Caballeros“. Stallions impressively decorated, colourful dresses, tapas, sherry, and Flamenco allow Munich to be a few degrees of latitude further south. 
The best horse farms from all over Europe are present on this show. For the fourth time the show is announced as „Campeonato de Alemania“ and is meanwhile the most important examination in Middleeurope for P.R.E. (= „Pura Raza Española“ = „Pure Spanish Bred“ = also called „Andalusian“).

The „horses of the kings“ show in a dressage competition which is made up especially for the abilities of the Iberian horses their talents under the critical eyes of the judges: tight turns, side stepping, piaffe, passage and of course also the Spanish walk. Head of the judges is Marc de Broissia who is one of the leading trainers of Baroque horses in Europe and who works with the horses of Circus Krone and Boris Becker.

During the colorful „Feria-Riding“ „Damas y Caballeros“ are presented in pied costumes on their horses: One strolls across the grounds – has a chat every once in a while, shows of the abilities of horse and rider and is given one or another glass of sherry while on the horse – „muy espaňol“.

In the extensive program pros and amateurs present elements of the „Classical School“ (= “Doma Clasica“), the work of the „Vaqueros“, (= Cowboys), performance on the long rein, corrida riding, and much more.

Flamenco-music – live acts sung, played, and danced - and exquisite Spanish treats like Tapas and Vino Tinto round up the Spanish „Fiesta“. Proud riders, fervent horses, and beautiful dancers guarantee a mediterrean atmosphere and Spanish ambience.
